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REPUBLIC DAY 

 

      India achieved independence from the BriƟsh Raj on 15 August 1947 following the success of the Indian 
independence movement which was led by Congress under the leadership of Mahatma Gandhi. This was enacted 
through the Indian Independence Act 1947, an act of the Parliament of the United Kingdom that parƟƟoned BriƟsh 
India into the two new independent dominions of the BriƟsh Commonwealth. India became a consƟtuƟonal monarchy 
with George VI as head of state and the Earl MountbaƩen as governor-general. Without a standalone consƟtuƟon, its 
laws were based on the existent Government of India Act 1935 and governed by the ConsƟtuent Assembly of India. 

      On 29 August 1947, a seven member draŌing commiƩee was appointed to draŌ a permanent consƟtuƟon, with Dr. 
B.R. Ambedkar as chairman. A draŌ consƟtuƟon prepared by the commiƩee was submiƩed to the ConsƟtuent 
Assembly on 4 November 1948. AŌer the draŌ was discussed and debated, the consƟtuent assembly adopted the 
consƟtuƟon on 26 November 1949. The major part of the consƟtuƟon came into effect on 26 January 1950 with 
Rajendra Prasad becoming the first President of India and the consƟtuent assembly became the Parliament of India 
under the transiƟonal provisions of the new consƟtuƟon. The date was chosen as the Indian NaƟonal Congress 
proclaimed Purna Swaraj (complete independence) on this day in 1930. 

 Parade: 

       The main Republic Day celebraƟons are held in New Delhi, at the Kartavya Path (previously known as Rajpath), a 
ceremonial boulevard that runs from RashtrapaƟ Bhavan on Raisina Hill through India Gate. The event is hosted by the 
President of India with ceremonious parades and cultural events. The Delhi Republic Day parade held during the same 
is organized by the Ministry of Defence.[14] The President who is the Commander-in-Chief of the Indian Armed Forces, 
takes the salute from various units of the army, navy, air force, para-military and police forces. 

 Chief-guest: 

       Every year, a head of state or government of another country is invited as the state guest of honor for the Republic 
day celebraƟons in New Delhi. The guest country is oŌen chosen on the basis of strategic, economic and poliƟcal 
interests. French President Emmanuel Macron was the chief guest at the celebraƟons that marked India’s 75thRepublic 
Day. 

 BeaƟng retreat: 

       The BeaƟng Retreat ceremony, conducted on the evening of 29 January marks the end of Republic day fesƟviƟes. 
It is performed by the bands of the three wings of the Indian armed forces at Vijay Chowk.  The President of India is 
escorted by the President's Bodyguard and post a ceremonial salute, the Indian NaƟonal Anthem, Jana Gana Mana is 
played. Military bands then play popular tunes like Abide With Me and Saare Jahan Se Achcha ,from 2022 onwards the 
bands play popular tune like Ae Mere Watan Ke Logon  at the end.
